The idea for the site is that it will help young people explore
their faith in a relevant and exciting way. The site is going to be called ‘Yfaith’
and is due to be launched on the 7" September, 2008.

We are looking for young writers, aged between 10 and 16, to volunteer to
contribute to the site either as a once off, or regularly.

If you are between 10 and 13 you could write for:
Word on the Street: we want to hear about the world as you see it.
Reviews: of films, albums or books.

If you are between 14 and 16 you could write for:

A Step Ahead: an interview covering the basics, plus a bit about you
and God.

All entries will receive a Yfaith pen and T-shirt

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Guidelines for writing Word on the Street

Young writers, between 10-13...tell us about the world as
you see it...

Is there something in the news that you're really interested in? Is there
something that's going on near you that is good news you can share? Then
we want to hear from you! You could be a Yfaith reporter, and your article
could be featured on the page called ‘Word on the Street.’

‘Top Tips’ for getting your article published:

1. Choosing your topic

You could write about something that’s going on in another country, in the UK,
in your local area, at your Church or at your school.

It could be good news, funny news, serious news, sports news...any kind of
news!

2. Length of article

Each story should be between 250-350 words (about 4 or 5 paragraphs).

3. Bring in faith

In the last paragraph, try to make a connection between the story and the
Catholic faith. How do Catholic values fit with what you're reporting on for

example? What do you think Jesus would think about it? Is there a story in the
Bible that can teach us something about the topic?

When you've finished and checked your article, ask your parents or guardians
to complete the application form with you, and send them both to ‘Yfaith’ at
the contact details below.

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Guidelines for writing Reviews
Young writers, between 10-13...tell us your views on

what you've been watching, reading and listening to...

Have you seen a film, read a book, or listened to an album that really caught
your attention? Maybe you loved it? Maybe you hated it?! We want to hear
what it was and what you thought.

Each review should be written in four sections:

1. In A Nutshell

For films - tell us the name, who starred in it or who produced it, and what the
story was in a nutshell.

For books - tell us the name of the book, who it's by, and what the story was
in a nutshell.

For albums - tell us the name of the album, who it's by, and the what kind of
music it is.

2. What's good

What are the positive messages you found in it? For example: are there good
morals in it? Do the people in it make good decisions? Is there something
about it that leaves you feeling happy or hopeful?

3. What's not so good

Is there anything in it that you think wasn’t good to read or watch or listen to?
Do the characters involved do anything wrong that’s not put right? Is there
anything in it that leaves you feeling sad or annoyed?

4. Thumbs up or down

Would you give it the thumbs up and recommend it? Or the thumbs down? In
just a couple of sentences tell us why.

Each review should be between 150-250 words (about 2 or 3 paragraphs).
When you've finished and checked your review, ask your parents or
guardians to complete the application form with you, and send them both to
